Where is the Holiday?

The holiday is going to be at:

Heatree Activity Centre
Manaton
Near Bovey Tracy

Heatree House is a well equipped activity centre hidden away in the Dartmoor
countryside. The children will be sleeping in rooms that sleep three or four,
with a mixture of bunk beds and single beds.
Each room has its own en-suite bathroom and -
there is a dining room and lounge area. =

Heatree house has a lot of grounds for the
children to play in and with a short walk it is
possible to be up on the nearby Tors.



When is the holiday?

Who can come on the holiday? %

The holiday is for young people, girls and boys over the age of 10 years old. This
means that you must be 10 years old by the 14th August 2010.

They must also be the sort of person who is not going to mind being away from
home for a week and participating in lots of different types of activities: in-
doors and outdoors.

What are we going to do on the holiday?

We are hoping o organise a wide range of exciting activities for all o take part
in. It is difficult to say exactly what we will be doing at the moment as we are
still trying to arrange the activities. However there is likely to be:

. o Outdoor sports such as football, volley ball and rounders.

@ o Swimming in local pools and in the sea on visits to the

There are also possibilities of other activities such as horse riding, dry slope
skiing and caving. All these activities will be properly planned and supervised and
obviously the children’
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There will be some free time each day during which there will
be a tuck shop. The children will be able to bring a small amount of spending
money, for the tuck shop and trips out,
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How much will it cost?

The weeks holiday is going to cost £140 per person under 18 years old. For those
older the cost is £160. The cost includes everything: food, accommodation and
activities. This is the price for those attending from Harrow or Exeter.

This is still a heavily subsidised price as the holiday is subsidised by Whipton
Chapel and Belmont Hall to try and keep the cost as affordable as possible. This
is still a good value for money holiday.

This price does not include the price of transport which is free.

How do I pay for the holiday?

A payment of £50.00 deposit per person will have to be paid as soon as possible
to reserve your place. Remember there are only a limited number of places, so it
is first come first served. We will run a reserve list in case there are those who
drop out although the deposit is a non refundable deposit.

You may pay by either cash or cheque. Cheques can be made payable to Dartmoor
Christian Camp. You will be given a receipt when you have paid the full amount.

The total amount of £140.00 including the deposit or £90.00 final payment
needs to be paid by Sunday 4th July 2010.

Instalments

If it will be easier for you to pay by instalments over a period of time then we
do not mind accepting payments in this way.

What else do I need to know?

I f there is anything else that you want

us. If there is any reason why your child cannot come but would really like to,
please talk to us and we will see if there is any way that we could help you.

If you do want your child to come to camp then you will need to fill in the form
and return it as soon as possible with the payment. If there are enough places
for your child on the holiday, we will then give you a receipt for your deposit.
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We obviously do not want anybody to be disappointed however the places are
limited and we do reserve the right not to accept an applicant.

We really do need to know anything about your children that you think will be
important. It is essential that we do know all about any medi-

cal conditions and any medication that is being taken. There

will be instructors qualified with fist aid and a nurse on the

camp. Any medicines will be kept safely. If your child is suf-

fering around the time of the holiday, from an infectious ill-

ness, they cannot come along unless a doctor says that it will

be all right.

. In the unlikely event of an emergency we might need fo con-
tact the parents or guardians. It is very important therefore
that we have an address and phone number of where we can
get in contact with you during the week. If you are going to
be away during the week we then need a name and address of
someone who is going to assume responsibility.

We want the holiday to be very enjoyable for all who are on it, organisers as well
as children. We do therefore have a few basic rules which we want all the chil-
dren to abide by. We have outlined these so please make sure that you and your
children agree with them before filling in the application form. We feel sure
that there will be no discipline problems during the week however if there are
any who persistently are disobedient then they will be sent home early as we do
not want the holiday ruined for everyone. We would therefore appreciate it if
you as parents / guardians are going to be away at the same time as your child
that you could leave the name and address of someone who is going to assume
responsibility in your absence.

You must obey instructions given by activity instructors as this
is very important for safety.

You must not leave the building at night fime without the permis-
sion of a leader.

Please leave all radios and personal stereos etc. at home.
Please do not bring any pocket knives etfc. on the holiday.
Smoking is strictly forbidden on the holiday.
